The Westin Riverfront has earned numerous awards in the past two years, including being named 
to Condé Nast Traveler’s “Hot List 2009” as one of the 140 hottest new resorts worldwide, as well 
as ranked 2nd in the “10 Best Snow Resorts for Families 2010” by Parents magazine. The resort 
has also been honored by Smart Meetings, Mountain Living Magazine and Colorado Meetings +

Developed by Colorado’s East West Partners, The Westin Riverfront earned its Silver LEED 
certification from the U.S. Green Building Council last year, making it only the ninth hotel in the 
U.S. to earn Silver LEED status and the first in the Westin brand, which includes more than 160 
hotels worldwide. .  
 
The Westin Riverfront features 210 guest residences ranging from studio suites to three-bedroom 
condominiums, all featuring contemporary “mountain modern” décor, expansive windows, custom 
kitchens, five-piece bathrooms and gas fireplaces. Amenities at the resort, which is connected to 
Beaver Creek Mountain via the Riverfront Express Gondola, include a ski valet, on-site ski rental 
and fly fishing shops, a Westin Kids Club, the Riverfront Club fitness center, a saline-based 
outdoor pool and three riverside hot tubs. The resort is home to Spa Anjali, which offers a full menu 
of mountain-inspired treatments, and Restaurant Avondale, Vail Valley’s Vail Valley’s newest 
dining destination by acclaimed chef/owner Thomas Salamunovich.
